Beta Kappa National Honor Society. He was simultaneously awarded a Bachelors 
degree in Mechanical Engineering from Georgia Tech, where he subsequently 
earned his Ph.D.

Following graduation he joined the faculty at Tulane University, where he 
pursued research related to heat transfer, fluid dynamics, energy efficiency, 
and renewable energy. In 2002, he was promoted to Associate Professor with 
tenure. Mackie’s eleven year academic career ended in June 2007, when Tulane 
University disbanded the engineering school in response to financial hardship 

induced by Hurricane Katrina. 

Following the catastrophic Hurricanes Katrina and Rita in 2005, 
former Louisiana Governor Kathleen Blanco appointed Dr. Mackie 
to the thirty-three member board of  the Louisiana Recovery 
Authority (LRA), the guiding agency to lead the state's rebuilding 
efforts. Possessing instant social, political, cultural, and technical 
credibility, Mackie was featured prominently in Spike Lee’s HBO 
Katrina documentary, When The Levees Broke: A Requiem in Four Parts 
(HBO 2006) and it’s successor If  God Is Willing and Da Creek Don't 
Rise (HBO 2010). 

Mackie continues in his role as Managing Partner of  Channel ZerO 
Group LLC, an educational and motivational consulting company 
he co-founded in 1992. He has presented to numerous civic and

Presidential Award-winning Speaker and Professor 
Kicks Off Nationwide College Board Tour With 
Launch of New Book
Little Rock, Arkansas: February 03, 2005 – Presidential award-winning speaker Dr. Calvin Mackie 

addressed a packed audience today at the College Board Southwest Regional Forum in Little Rock, 

Arkansas, kicking off  a six-city tour that will have him speaking to teachers and educators across the 

country. The tour coincides with the publication of  Dr. Mackie’s new book A View from the Roof  – 
Lessons for Life & Business, an inspiring portrayal of  Calvin’s own “hard knock” education, working 

with his father and brothers on the rooftops of  New Orleans.

	 Calvin’s invitation to speak on the College Board tour marked a “full circle moment” for the 

37-year-old author and mechanical engineering professor. Twenty years ago, as a student at an innercity 

high school in New Orleans, Calvin received a combined 840 on the College Board’s SATs, a score so 

low many university admissions officers laughed at his dreams of  studying mechanical engineering. 

After gaining a conditional acceptance to Morehouse College, Mackie went on to earn a bachelor’s 

degree in mathematics, followed by a second bachelor’s in mechanical engineering at Georgia Tech. 

He continued on to graduate school at Tech, receiving his master’s in 1992 and a Ph.D. in mechanical engineering in 1996. Currently, Mackie 

holds a tenured professorship at Tulane University in Louisiana, where he continues to pursue research related to heat transfer and fluid 

dynamics of  phase change systems, energy efficiency, and renewable energy.

	 In his keynote to the College Board audience today, Calvin paid tribute to the committed teachers who helped him overcome educational 

hurdles to achieve success, and stressed the need for society as a whole to reconsider the meaning and purpose of  education. “Many people 

today believe that the purpose of  education is to get a good job and to make good money. This myopic view has created a trend that is leading 

America down a slippery slope of  materialism, greed, and immorality,” Dr. Mackie said.

What we have discovered is how truly inspirational he is to 

our audiences across issues we care deeply about, namely the education of  all our young people,” Carroll said.
